If you install IIS after the .Net Framework you will probably need to register ASP.Net for use with IIS

If you are running Skype, then by default it will be using ports 80 and 443, preventing IIS fromgveorkectly.

3.1 Installation Stepausing the SQL Express Database

Ensure the preequisites have already been installed and the various components configured, you can then download
and install the Enterprise Tester applicatidinsrecommended that you register your details first on our web site before

3.2 Installation steps using another Database Server
Currently you can use the MSI to install the Enterprise Tester application, while targeting a datalzaszther server.

3.2.1 Before installing Enterprise Tester
Before attempting to install Enterprise Tesfer use with another databasensure that you follow the steps below

1. Install the .Net Framework 3.5 SP1 on the server.

2. 1IS 6 or 7 must be installed on the server, with 1IS 6 compatibility mode enabled for [1S7.

3. Create an empty database on your sql server.

4. Ensure that the user you intend the website to use when accessing the database has been given permissions to
allow them to create and remove tables, columns, indexes, constraints etc.

Note: Do not run the setup.exe as this will install SQL Express Edition on the web server

3.2.2 Installing Enterprise Tester using the MSI
The following steps must be completed before yameess the iderprise Testerwebsite

1. |Install Enterprise Tester using the .msi file. This will create the required files for enterprise tester to run
2. Open the web.config file in notepad or a similar text editor.

EnterpriseTester should support most versions of MySql, however we recommend 5 or above (and that is the

version of MySql we rigorously test against).

Before beginning, make sure you have a version of PostgreSQL that supports a column type of "uuid" as this is

required by Enterprise Tester (normally version 8.3 and later).

3.3 Initial Configuration

Before you camise the application you will need to create an initial organisation and user, this will happen the first time

that you open the application.
